Day 1: 02/11/2010

Arrival Cape Town

On guided open 4x4 safaris guests can also learn more about the various species of plants and animals that inhabit
this arid area, experience the Southern night skies by powerful telescope and enjoy a sun downer with spectacular
views from the escarpment into the Ceres-Karoo lying 700m lower.

Day 5: 06/11/2010

to Oudtshoorn and the coast.

Day 6: 07/11/2010

Your first visit after breakfast will be an Ostrich Farm for a show and lunch before you continue to Wilderness,
Knysna, Plettenberg bay and Storms River. You will enjoy a leisure walk along this beautiful and rugged coastline be
fore to return to your lodge for dinner.

Overnight at Tsitsikamma Lodge or similar. Bed lunch, dinner and breakfast included in this day.

Day 7: 08/11/2010
